Parents are invited to attend the shoot. Safety is of utmost importance and each student is
required to be instructed in trapshooting safety. This instruction is offered at the range,
free of charge.

Students cannot bring guns or ammunition to school. Please bring guns and
ammunition to gravel parking area between the 800 bldg and the railroad tracks at
3:30 pm and they must remain in a case at all times. Under no circumstances can
you bring guns to school!!! Bringing guns on school property can result in
expulsion. It is highly recommended that students have their own transportation to
and from the event.

All shoots start at 4 pm and end at 8 pm

October 20 Lynden (Whitcomb)

If you buy your own trap loads, you will only need to pay $4.50 for each round
(usually shoot 2 different rounds practice, score).

Trap loads are very cheap at K-Mart and Wal-Mart. $5.00/box +/-. You can also
buy at the gun club for $8-10 per box of 25.

Money for food is also recommended but not required. We usually stop at
McDonalds on the way home.
